Leon continues to hear that crime 
remains a problem for his 
constituents. Statistics Canada 
released their report on police-
reported crime statistics earlier 
this year which showed small 
annual drops in Canada’s crime 
rate since the early 1990’s, 
however they are still 131% 
higher than when comparable 

records started being kept in 
1962. Perhaps even more 
disturbing is StatsCan’s most 
recently released report (their 
General Social Survey) which 
reveals a steady drop in the 
number of crime victims who 
actually reported incidents to 
police. In order to provide 
feedback on instances of crime 

affecting residents of Vegreville-
Wainwright to the Minister of 
Justice, Leon would like to find 
out if you, a member of your 
family, or someone you know has 
been affected by crime—and 
how it was dealt with.
